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Jawara has been around since the days of the sultanate in Banten. jawara role is now not only as guardians of public safety, but also has shifted to economics and politics. In the Paris Nangka village, Jawara involved in the selection of village chief, although not directly run the team but the Jawara role as one of the successful candidates for village chief. The theory used is role theory proposed by Thomas and Biddle. This theory allows to explain the link between the position Jawara with his role in the selection of village chief. The method used is descriptive method with qualitative approaches. Based on the research can be seen that the role of Jawara  in the village election can be seen at the nomination stage, netting and screening, campaigns, and the implementation of  voting. Based on these results it can be concluded that jawara involvement in the election of village chief may indirectly affect the running of the village, though not completely, because the assistance provided by jawara to candidates during the election of village chief are not necessarily provided free of charge but there is agreement -specific arrangements agreed to by both parties. To eliminate the role of jawara consistency is needed in organizing the elections committee village chief, improve public participation in the election of village chief and controls the implementation of village governance, and improving the welfare and education community, particularly the political education in order to create a democratic government.
